Today, Broadbent is a consummate professional, international public speaker and HIV/AIDS activist with distinguished
communication and presentation skills. When addressing the public about the issues of HIVV/AIDS, her primary goal is to provide
a clear understanding of how to avoid at-risk behaviors through self-examination and informed decision-making. She says “with
all that we know about the virus, it is clear to me that contracting HIVV/AIDS today is a choice. The truth is that people who
engage in risky sexual behaviors or share 1.V. needles help spread the virus.
